As many of you know, ATC has
been pursuing easements up
and down the corridor along
the power transmission lines
near the church.

State law gives ATC the right
to this easement because
"ATC requires easements for
its transmission line facilities
in order to help safeguard the
public and to maintain the in-
tegrity of its facilities..."

2009, at 6:30 p.m., at which
time members of our congre-
gation, neighboring landowners
affected by ATC's acquisi-
tions, and other interested
community members, will be

invited to attend.
