The farm is 
located 1 1/2 miles south of Cambridge on Oakland Road, off Hwy B.  Last 
year 3,000 lbs of produce was harvested from the garden, with 100% of the 
produce donated to guests of the Cambridge Food Pantry. Saturday, April 
30th, there will be a Work Day at the garden.  On this day we will need to find 
several open bed pick up trucks for hauling mulch from Cambridge to the gar-
den.  Our tasks on the work day will be mulching the garden beds, tidying up 
the fruit trees & fruit plants, staking out rows within the gardens, planting 
flower seeds amongst any open beds and a general clean up of all garden areas 
and potting shed.
