How happy and blessed are those who love the Lord and do as the
Lord himself said in the gospel, “You shall love the Lord your
God with all your heart and all your soul and your neighbor as

yourself.” (Matt. 22:38-39) Therefore, let us love God and adore
him with a pure heart and mind, for this is what he seeks above

all when he says, “True worshippers worship the Father in Spirit
and truth.” (See John 4:23) For all who adore him must do so in
the spirit of truth. Let us also pour out to im our praise and prayer
saying, “Our Father in heaven, “ (Matt. 6:9) since we “need to
pray always and not lose heart.” (See Luke 18:1)
Furthermore, let us produce fruits worthy of repentance. Let us
also love our neighbors as ourselves. Let us have charity and hu-
mility. Let us give alms because this cleanses the soul from the
stains of sin. Mortals lose all the material things they leave be-
hind them in this world, but they carry with them the right to be
repaid for their charity and their almsgiving and they will receive
the reward and generous repayment from the Lord
We should not be wise and prudent according to worldly stan-
dards; instead we should be simple, humble, and pure. We should
never desire to be above others, but rather we should be servants
who are submissive to every human being for God’s sake. The
Spirit of the Lord will rest on all who live in this way and perse-
vere in it to the end. He will make his dwelling in them. They
will be children of the heavenly Father whose works they do.
They are the spouses, brothers, and mothers of our Lord Jesus
Christ.
