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MALC about The Dane Co. Jail Chaplaincy Program

Dear Friends and Supporters of the Madison Are Lutheran Council,

| am writing to update you on the current status of the ministry of the Madison Area Lutheran Council (MALC) as we
head toward the end of the year.

The primary ministry of MALC is the Dane County Jail Chaplaincy Program. In June, most of the MALX Board mem-
bers were able to attend a guided tour of the Dane Country Jail. For me it was an incredibly emotional event. It was in-
credible to see the work of the Sheriffods Deputies andtoot h
attend to this vocation in our society. It was interesting to see the process people who have been arrested go through as
they are added to the population in the jail. And, it was sad to see so many people in our society who have made poor
choices which have led them to be incarcerated. The hope | saw was the possibility of education in the jail and the way
some of the inmates responded to Chaplain Mix when he arrived in their Pod. The MALC ministry is a ministry of presence
with all people that are within the Dane Country Jail, inmates and staff alike. This ministry has been available at the Dane
Country Jail for forty years thanks to the Chaplains who have served and the generous donations from congregations and
individuals.

And this year a new need was identified by the Chaplains, a need for literacy program. One inmate in particular
pull ed Chaplain John Mix aside and whispered to him that h
given one. John learned that one way that officials plan the number of jail cells to build in a community is based upon the
number of people who cannot read at a third grade level. So, reading level and incarceration are strongly related. This
prompted the MALC Board to support an effort to begin a literacy program in the Jail. Thanks to the support and creativity
of Madi son Christian Community, a fund raiser was held in
the money needed for supplies and training by the Literacy Network. A group of volunteers will be learning how to work
with people who cannot read, and then volunteering in the jail with those inmates that are interested in improving their
reading. Just one of the many needs in the jail: a need i

MALC administers this partnership between LCMS and ELCA congregations, who work together to serve people in
need in the Dance Country Jail through this ministry by sending forth Chaplains Julia Weaver and John Mix. Together they
provide support, biblical teaching and discussion, informal therapy, and exploration of issues through discussion and art.
Both Julia and John are artists and have found ways to weave art into their ministry as a way of opening conversation with
those incarcerated. Together they serve a population that includes men, women, and even juveniles in the jail. The Chap-
lains help people deal with their past as a way of helping them heal, and transform to find a brighter future.

And that is why it is so important to continue this ministry, for our friends and neighbors who end up on jail needing
our help. Hebrews 13:3a says: i Remember those who are ir

The people in jail are our neighbors, even when we dono6t r
help MALC continue to bring the word of God to them while they are incarcerated.

In addition the Jail Ministry, MALC is responsible for the Lutheran World Relief Boxcar Loading of items such as
quilts, school kits, layette, and health kits. This year we once again loaded two boxcars full of materials to be sent to LW R.
Over 120 Congregations supplied materials. A big thank you; to the people who provided items, delivered items, and those
volunteers who helped us to |l oad the boxcars. I't was once

With the ongoing economic struggles, MALC finds itself struggling with lower donations than expected, just as other
charitable organizations are facing the same challenge. It is the support from you, the Congregations and Friends of MALC
that we count on to help us continue this ministry of presence in the Dane County Jail. The funds we had in reserve to help
cover times of lower giving are dwindling, and now is the time that we need your help. The current projection from our
Treasurer is that we will run out of money to provide this ministry in 2011 without additional giving. Please consider your
giving to MALC to help us keep this important ministry available in Dane County Jail.
