Capitalism, and the Crash

September 2009
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Bring your backpacks o church Labor Day weekend,
September 6th, for a special blessing. Start the year
of school off right! We will bring the backpacks and
briefcases of students, teachers, and education
workers forward for a special blessing and prayer.
This can be an especially meaningful time of prayer
for students who are starting school for the first
time, or changing schools. But it is always great to ask
for God's guidance and support whenever we start
another year of school. So bring your bags, plus a
canned good for the food pantry that we'll use the
following Sunday for our Rally Day Canned Goods
Tower.

We've now been in a recession for almost two years. As we have hit certain key points along the way—
the collapse of many banks, the burst of the housing market bubble, the fast increase in unemploy-
ment, and the dramatic restructuring of our auto-making industry—I have spent time, like many of us,
trying to make sense of it all. Specifically, I have wondered, "What should I preach during this
time?" I have also wondered, "How are Christians called to care for each other during this time?"

T'll admit that I don't have a lot of easy answers. Some basic tasks come to mind: pray for and com-
fort those who have lost their jobs; volunteer in the community to help those adversely affected by
the economy; help people realize that their dignity and value as a person isn't in their work, but in the
love God has for them as a child of God. Our family also increased our benevolence, assuming that
the church, and many needy and poor people, needed even more assistance during a recession than

during times of relative prosperity.

However, as a pastor I felt (and still feel) ill-equipped fo relate biblical faith to the larger economic
and global dynamics that are in play. How does our faith shape our response to the current economic
crisis? All of us started reading articles in the paper and hearing news on television that offered
analysis of market forces, and many of us have come to support or oppose the way our government has
taken action in relationship to the crash. Suddenly even regular newspaper articles mention econo-
mists like John Maynard Keynes or Adam Smith, and we're all supposed to know who they are. We're
all economists now, and we're called to relate our faith to these issues. I imagine we've all been on a

I think Jesus must have been Lutheran (and surrounded by them).

I would like to thank everyone for welcoming me into the commu-
nity.

With six tables put
together and not a single empty spot, it was truly a sight to see. I was reminded of the feed-
ing of the 5,000. Surely when Christ was there, he was a Lutheran and the people there were
too. We hear about the five loaves and two fish of the boy but I am sure Martha had a salad,
Mary had deviled eggs, and surely someone had a chocolate desert. No, I am not saying that
this story was not a miracle. The way I see it, Christ was saying that there is plenty of food
here for all to be satisfied. We have more than enough. Christ raised the bread and the fish
to God and gave thanks for it was from God that these gifts came. The people were filled
and there were leftovers. Just as there was more than enough at our potluck, people were
satisfied and there were even some leftovers.

I have seen many great and wonderful gifts that God has given this congregation. I see gifts
in the great amount of space for ministries (fwo church buildings), supporting international
missions, people sharing their gifts of leadership, sharing praise in song, and uniting in wor-
ship with one another. God has given this congregation an abundance in which each person can
share in ministry with one another and with those outside of the church. I look forward to
getting to know more people, the gifts that God has given you, and how we are all serving
Christ in this community.

steep learning curve through this time. Not only have we had to change some of our habits, maybe reduc-
ing our expenses in order to live as a one income household. We've also had to make decisions about our
generosity, how we will help our neighbors in need. And we've been forced to learn some of the intrica-
cies and complexities of a global free-market system.

I have decided to be intentional in study and prayer in this area. I'm convening a study group that will
meet at the synod office every other month. The focus of our study will be on this question, "How do you
as an infentional-theologian respond fo the current economic crisis in your speaking, spending, and car-
ing?"

Here's the description of the course:

The economic crash of 2008 need’s no introduction. It does, however, require a theological response that
critically examines the underlying causes and charts a Christian response informed by faith seeking un-
derstanding. Christian ethicist Mark Douglas helpfully describes the economic dynamics that precipi-
tated the crash as two opposite-spinning spirals. One spiral surges upward. As competition increases and
profits are shared and reinvested, wealth is distributed. Or so it should. Then there is the downward
spiral that spins out of control once credit tightens, consumer debt piles up, loans default, and the stock
market falls, resulting in untold misery. The crash reveals just how precarious the current global econ-
omy is. Does biblical faith have anything to do with the financial "laws of the household” (Greek oikos +
nomos, the basis for the term "economic”)? Does its vision of peace imply an altogether different eco-
nomic order? If so, is it one that improves upon or rejects entirely current economic practice and its
theoretical foundations?

The foundering economy presents a propitious opportunity to consider the place and purpose of the so-
called free-market economy in all its complexity from the perspective of faith. Doing so broaches such
issues as sin, the "life abundant,” wealth and poverty, stewardship, materialism, and the purpose of life,
indeed creation.

The meeting dates for this conversation are September 9th, November 18th, January 13th, February
3rd, May 12th, and July 14th. So far, the group includes many lay people and clergy in the synod, and I'd
love to have a few folks from EKLC join the conversation. I can send you a copy of the syllabus if you're
interested. We're reading really interesting books, like Paul Krugman's The Return of Depression Eco-
nomics, a lively history of the development of economic theory, books on the relationship between giving
and forgiving, and of course, lots of bible study.

As a congregation, we are also frying to minister during the economic downturn in caring ways. On Labor
Day, we are are praying for the unemployed, and petitioning God for blessings on all those seeking work.
This will include a time for laying on of hands and anointing. Consider joining us for that special service.

Finally, as Brenda Schroeder mentions in her invitation to the MAKE IT SIMPLE program, we are center-
ing our fall generosity appeal on practices that encourage simplicity, joy in community, and generosity. We
hope you will join us for these events.

Integrated Counseling Services

Greetings in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ,

One of the common challenges people often face is knowing where to refer themselves or others, for
professional counseling and therapy. In case you are not familiar with Integrated Counseling Services,
I want to make you aware of our services. ICS was started over 35 years ago by Fort Atkinson area
churches as an independent, non-profit clinic for professional, affordable counseling that is rooted in
Christian love, mercy and grace. The bulk of our funding comes from the local United Way, area con-
gregations, and supplemental support from Lutheran Social Services and Catholic Charities.

Our therapists are fully certified counselors who are supervised and shared with us from area Lutheran
Social Services and Catholic Charities offices. Two long-term counselors have recently retired and we
are now welcoming three new therapists to our clinic. If clients have insurance coverage, we accept
most plans. If clients are self-pay we use a sliding fee scale based on household income to keep ther-
apy costs reasonable. We also see clients who are on Medical Assistance. In addition to therapeutic
counseling we can provide medication consultation with a Psychiatric nurse practitioner.

Prevention and Treatment for the HIN1 Flu (Swine Flu)

The Health Ministry Team would like to update everyone on the current recommendations
and information on the HIN1 Influenza. Please keep this information in mind to help protect
yourself and your families.

Thank you!

1. Cover your mouth and nose with a fissue when you cough or sneeze; if you don't have a
tissue, sneeze or cough into your sleeve—not your hand!

2. Wash your hands often with soap and water or use hand sanitizers. Individually wrapped
hand sanitizers are available for your use in church in the narthex, Friendship Hall kitchen,
Sunday school and nursery.

3. Avoid touching your eyes, nose or mouth. Germs spread this way!

4. Try to avoid close contact with sick people. Flu viruses are mainly spread from person to
person through coughing and/or sneezing of the person with this virus.

5. Stay home if you are sick for 7 days after your symptoms begin or until you are symptom
free for 24 hours, whatever comes first.

6. Follow public health advice regarding school closures.

7. If you have flu-like symptoms including fever, body aches, runny or stuffy nose, sore
throat, nausea, or vomiting or diarrhea, you should contact your MD and stay away from oth-
ers.

8. If you have a severe illness or you are at high risk for flu complications, contact your MD
or seek medical care.

9. Get seasonal flu vaccination and also HIN1 flu vaccination when it is available.
